We are leaving on Monday 9th September and returning on Saturday 14th. 

After last year’s Broken Hill trip, I can certainly recommend the photographic experience in the NSW 

Outback to everybody.  
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We travel out to Broken Hill on the Country Link Outback Explorer enjoying an amazing change of 

scenery during the day, from the valleys and gorges of the Blue Mountains, through the western slopes 

of Bathurst and Orange, onto the western plains, and through to the arid desert landscape of Menindee 

Lakes. 

We hire a bus for our day trips radiating out from the Broken Hill township to places like Silverton, Mindi 

Mindi Plains, Menindee Lakes, SA/NSW border, the mines of the area, while searching for the Stuart 

Desert Pea. 

Saturday we head back to Sydney on Rex Airlines, arriving back late Saturday afternoon, or you can 

catch the train back. 

 

Our cabin accommodation is basic, bunk, but clean, at Mulberry Vale Homestead, located on the edge of 

the desert, 5km out of Broken Hill.  This really allows us to enjoy the Outback experience. 

Morning sunrises and afternoon desert sunsets are part of this adventure, even cooking marshmellows 

around the open fire on the edge of the desert, behind the cabins.  

 

Cost of trip including train, accommodation, bus hire, fuel, insurances, airfare back (big component), an 

evening meal in town and a bush BBQ in the desert is $850.
